2.  This is a name for the era of history between Ancient Times and Modern Times, a thousand years from approximately 500 AD to 1500 AD.

3.  This is a name given to the first few centuries after Rome fell to the barbarians.  During this period in Europe, civilization was lost and barbarian tribes fought with one another.

4.  Although the Romans called them barbarians, these peoples defeated the Roman Empire.  They later evolved into the kingdoms that ruled Europe during the Middle Ages.

5.  This major world religion was started by a Jewish holy man born in the Middle East during the reign of Augustus Caesar.  He was executed by Roman officials.

6.  This was one institution from Roman times that did not break apart after the Fall of Rome.  This institution kept the flame of learning alive in Western Europe during the Dark Ages.

7.  This was a popular name for Europe during the Middle Ages.
