3. These nomads swept out of the grasslands of central Asia and conquered China and the Abbasid Empire and everything in between.  This was the largest empire in the history of the world.  Its rulers enforced a peace that permitted long-distance trade between the East and the West.

4. As a teenager, this Italian traveled to the court of Kublai Khan with his father and uncle.  He returned to Italy 24 years later and wrote what might be the most important travel book of all time.  The book gave Europeans their first real knowledge of China, and it inspired Christopher Columbus to sail to Asia.

5. With these voyages of the late Middle Ages, the Chinese demonstrated their immense wealth and power.  But, Chinese rulers chose to stop the voyages, opening the door for Europeans to explore and dominate the world’s oceans.

6. After the Chinese revolted and kicked out their Mongol rulers, this dynasty came to power in China. It is known for its brilliant arts including fine blue and white porcelain.  This dynasty also constructed the “Forbidden City” as the new home of the emperor, and it sent a Chinese admiral on impressive ocean voyages to distant lands.

7. Kublai Khan established this city as his capital.  It is the present day capital of China.
