1.  This was the daughter of England’s King Henry VIII.   Under her reign, a person was allowed to worship as a Protestant or a Catholic in England.

2.  This was a fleet of 130 warships sent by Spain to attack and invade England.  The defeat of this fleet made England the ruler of the oceans, and it might be one reason why most people in the United States speak English rather than Spanish.

3.  Protestant Christians and Catholic Christians killed each other for over a hundred years.  These wars finally ended with an agreement that European rulers would be permitted to choose the religions for their own countries.  Most of northern Europe went Protestant.  Most of southern Europe stayed Catholic.

4.  This is a name that describes powerful European rulers who claimed their right to rule came from God.

5.  This monarch ruled France for 72 years when France was at the height of its glory.  He built a fabulous palace at Versailles not far from Paris.  He is considered the grandest of the divine right monarchs.
